The Erasmus+ project "UPSKILL+ Quality Training in Agrotourism focused on
Innovation and Sustainable Experience" continues its development to
enhance sustainable agrotourism in partner countries.

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Pliego City Council and the Sierra Espufa
Consortium lead this European project aimed at
improving business skills in agrotourism through
a personalized training itinerary based on
innovation and sustainability. With UPSKILL+,
